4. A complete toilet room upgrade is needed for boys and girls 
and staff. The fixtures are old, under sized and inadequate to 
support the student population. The low fixture count is typical 
for the girl's toilet rooms. 
5. The school requires a new extension to address the over 
crowded conditions in the school.
