The building is under construction and partially accessible due to 
construction.  Sidewalk bridging has been erected along 
perimeter of the building.  The  exterior walls are shrouded in 
scaffolding and netting.  The roofs were covered with snow and 
some areaways have been blocked and shored off.  The observed 
work in progress consists of repointing mortar joints and  repair 
of brick walls  and window lintels.  Lintels are being primed and 
painted.  Also, the foundations walls are being partially repaired.
