SCHOOL RULES AND REGULATIONS

1. Morning Metal Scanning: To avoid any possible complications involving school authorities do not bring any
weapons of any kind into the school building. Nail clippers with small knives attached, metal nail files, knives of
any kind, knitting needles, razor blades, box cutters, etc. are EXPRESSLY FORBIDDEN AND WILL RESULT IN A
SUPERINTENDENT’S SUSPENSION, LEGAL ACTION, INVOLVEMENT BY THE N.Y.P.D. AND POSSIBLE EXPULSION

1. No Re-entry Into Building: Once a student enters the school building and is scanned, he/she cannot leave the
building for any reason whatsoever. Once a student who has entered the building leaves at any point during the
school day, he/she cannot enter for any reason. Any student found entering the building illegally will be treated
as a trespasser.

2. No Loitering: There is to be no loitering (“hanging out”) in any area of the building for any reason whatsoever.
This includes but is not limited to the staircases, hallways, empty classrooms, and exits.

3. No Cutting: Cutting of classes will result in parental contact being made and a conference being held in order to
address the cutting problem of the student. Cutting will inevitably result in failure, being left back a grade, and
eventual expulsion from Grover Cleveland High School.

4. No Headgear: While in the school building there will be no wearing of hats, “doo-rags”, knit caps, bandannas,
headbands, sun glasses, stocking caps of any shape, size or color. All headgear will be confiscated ON SIGHT
(even if it is not being worn) and will not be returned!

5. Electronic Equipment: There is no electronic equipment allowed in the school building. This includes, but is not
limited to, cellular phones, walkman, deskman, MP3 players, etc. These items will be confiscated and will only
be returned to a parent.

6. Books: All students are to have books with them each school day. Books are not to be left at home, in your gym
locker, or in a friend’s book bag. ALL GROVER CLEVELAND HIGH SCHOOL STUDENTS MUST HAVE THEIR BOOKS
WITH THEM EVERY DAY. If any student is found to be in the school building without schoolbooks, a parent will
be contacted and will have to bring their child’s books to them, or the student will have to be taken home by the
parent for the day.

7. PHOTO IDENTIFICATION: ALL STUDENTS MUST HAVE THEIR SCHOOL IDENTIFICATION WITH THEM AT ALL
TIMES. Access into the building will be very difficult without ID. Your I.D. card must be presented to any adult
who asks for it. There will be a charge for replacement I.D.’s and temporary I.D.’s. DO NOT LEND YOUR I.D.
CARD TO ANYBODY FOR ANY REASON WHATSOEVER!!!

8. APPROPRIATE DRESS: No skin should show in the midriff area. No inappropriately short shorts or skirts. No open
back or halter-tops. No clothing which reveals any undergarment. No clothing that depicts violence of any kind,
drugs or alcohol use, sexual activity, weapons of any kind, or hate groups or symbols. Tank tops are not to be
worn inside of the building.
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
