October was a month filled 

with lots of opportunities for 

college fairs. By now you 

should be the proud posses-

sors of a stack of college in-

formation material.  Many 

forms are complicated and 

require extensive preparation.  

We recommend that you 

budget your time wisely so 

that you have adequate time to 

complete these forms neatly 

and thoroughly. Remember, a 

well prepared application gives 

colleges a good first impres-

sion. All forms are due in Room 

306 - College Office as fol-

lows: 

Private college Secondary 

School Reports and/or 

transcript request forms 

with a January 1st &/ or 

15th deadline are due by 

November 20th.  

Private college forms 

without a January 1st 

deadline are due by No-

vember 24. 

 

CUNY applications: The sooner 

you apply, the better your 

chances are of making it to 

the  college of your choice.  

January Graduates: If you are 

applying to CUNY your dead-

line to submit your transcript 

request forms is November 

12th.  

COMPLETING APPLICATIONS 

First: read all the instructions 

and look for deadlines.  

(Applications with January 1st 

deadlines are due in the College 

Office by November 20th ).  

Second: if you are applying to 

college with a paper application, 

handing in a secondary school 

report form, or submitting a 

transcript request form please  

print neatly on the original. Ap-

pearance counts.  Don't turn in 

a messy application.

Process Get You Down! 



Get good grades! If you want to stand a 

chance of getting into college, you need to get 

good grades! The higher your grades are the 

better. Students with high GPAs get more at-

tention from the admissions department and 

more financial assistance from the financial aid 

office. 

Score high on the SAT! With a high GPA and 

a high SAT score, you may not only get into 

college, you could also be offered a free aca-

demic scholarship. You can increase your score 

by picking up a good SAT prep guide or by tak-

ing an SAT prep course. 

Take AP courses or advanced placement (AP) 

courses! These courses will allow you to earn col-

lege credits without having to pay college tuition. 

They will also show admissions officers that you 

are serious about your education. 

Get involved! Participating in extracurricular ac-

tivities, charities, and community events will en-

rich your life and your college application. When 

picking your extracurricular activities, choose 

something that you enjoy and/or have a passion 

for. This will make the time you spend on these 

activities much more fulfilling.

The letter of recommendation is one of 
the most important parts of your college 
application that isn't written by you.  

Who Should Recommend You? 

Approach teachers that can comment 

about your academic skills. You might 

also consider other people who can 

write about your talents and abilities, like 

coaches, community and church lead-

ers. 

Some schools require more than one 

letter of recommendation from counsel-

ors or teachers in particular subjects. 

Carefully read the instructions on the 

application before choosing someone to 

write the recommendation.  

Give your recommenders enough time 

to write thoughtful and articulate letters. 

Make a list of people who could write 

positive recommendations based on 

your personal character and academic 

qualities. 

Many college applications are due in 

January, so start asking for recommen-

dations. Make sure your recommenders 

have everything they need to write your 

letter and submit it on time. Teacher 

recommendation forms are available in 

the College Office. Remember you must 

make an effort  to have all RECOM-

MENDATIONS into the College Office 

by November 20th.  After that, like the 

Christmas rush, things get lost in the 

mail, or they don't arrive on time.

The (Free Application for Federal 
Student Aid), or FAFSA, is the first 

step in the financial aid process. Use 

it to apply for federal student finan-

cial aid, such as the Pell Grant, stu-

dent loans, and college work-study. In 

addition, most states and schools use 

FAFSA information to award their 

financial aid.
